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PARTICULAR REGULATION 
 

• 1 – DENOMINATION:  
Chinese Underwater Association with the CMAS approval will organize during 25th – 28th of June,2010 
CMAS World Cup 2010 “Round 5” and international fin-swimming competition named  YANTAI  
CUP. 
 

• 2 – ORGANIZATION: 
 The competition is ruled by the CMAS Finswimming International Rules, by the CMAS Fin 

swimming World Cup-Pool Rules for race, and by this Particular Rules that every athlete, with 
his/her enrolment, shall know and  agree to them.  

 The races are the following: 
CMAS World Cup program  
> Senior (Cat. A) (18 years old and more) M/F: 50ap, 50sf, 100sf, 200sf, 400sf, 800sf, 50bf, 100bf, 
200bf, 100im, 4x100 relay. 
> Junior (Cat. B + C + D) B/G: 50ap, 50sf, 100sf, 200sf, 400sf, 800sf, 50bf, 100bf, 200bf, 100im, 
4x100 relay 
Yantai Cup program 

> Senior (Cat. A) (18 years old and more) M/F: 1500sf, 400im, 800im, 4x200 relay. 
> Junior (Cat. B + C + D) B/G: 1500sf, 400im, 800im, 4x200 relay. 

• 3 – PARTICIPANTS: 
 Each competitor may take part in a maximum of three (3) individual races and one (1) relay 

event  in World Cup and all races in Yantai Cup. 
 Each team may enrol a maximum of two swimmers for each individual event. 
 Each team may enter  only one male and one female in relay per category in World Cup and 

all races in Yantai Cup.  
 Each club must be associated with a National Federation recognized by C.M.A.S. and each 

competitor must have the National Federation Licence and CMAS International Sport 
Licence. 

 It is possible to take part in races of the immediately upper category, but the swimmer 
cannot compete on the same distance in two different categories. 

 The club need to send agreement from his national federation. 
 In the CMAS Finswimming World Cup Meeting only clubs can participate.  
 Each competitor may participate for only one (1) club during the year. 

 
• 4 – COMPETITION FIELD: 
 The competition will take place in the  swimming pool of Yantai Sports Park.  
 The swimming pool has a length of 50 m., a width of ten (10) lanes and depth of 2,5 m.  
 The temperature of water is 26 °C +1°C.
