1. Registration
All registrations of athletes for events must be submitted only through electronic system.
Application forms can be used only for accommodation.
Registration available only through the webpage https://www.sportdata.org/cmas/
Opening date of registration is 18th March 2023.

Each competitor can take part in a maximum of four (4) individual races and two (2) relays.

Steps of registration for competitors, coaches, referees and officials:

Log in using your account
Check if the team data is correct and up to date.

Enter or change the data of your competitors, coaches, referees and officials.

In the event calendar go to the event you want to register for, click on the “Registration”
button of the event you want to register.
On the bottom of the registration page you will find the functions to add new entries.

Register your competitors / teams in categories, as well as your coaches, referees and officials.
All your registrations will be subbmited to a waiting list for validation. After the payment process
is finished, your registrations will be approved and you will be notified by email.

The swimming pool has a length of 50m, 10 lanes and a depth of 2m. The temperature of the water
is 26°C ( +- 1°C). There are 1000 places on tribunes

Checking equipment and bottle refills

The judges are authorized to control swimmers' equipment at any time during the competitions.
All cylinders used must have passed a hydrostatic test less than 2 years before the competition.

Classifications

Classifications will be based on the results which will be complied according to CMAS score and CMAS
World Cup classification.

There will be classification for Individuals, Clubs, National Teams and Countries.
Individual: There will be, for every distance, four different individual classifications for men, women,
Juniors Boys and girls. Swimmers registered by Clubs or National Teams are in this classification.

e Club: The general classification will be made by the total amount of the individual point (men and
women, junior and senior only registered by clubs). Four separate Club Classification will be made also
for seniors men, seniors women, juniors boys and juniors girls.

e National Teams: The general classification will be made by the total amount of the individual point
(men and women, junior and senior). Four separate National Teams Classification will be made also for
men, women, juniors boys, juniors girls.

e Countries Ranking:

e The Countries Ranking will be made in accordance with points 1.9 and 1.11 by the total amount of the
individual points (men and women, junior and senior)of National Teams.

e If National Federation does not enrol its National team, the best two results by club in accordance with
points 1.9 and 1.11 at each distance, at each category (men, woman, juniors and seniors) will go to
Countries ranking.
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Prizes

Individual prizes: medals will be given to the first three classified athletes in every individual
race and every relay.

Teams prizes: cups for first three clubs and cups for first three National Teams.
Awarding ceremonies will take place during the competition, so the involved athletes must be at
organizing staff's disposal at the right time.

During ceremonies awarded athletes must wear official uniforms of their teams.
